How do families apply to receive an EITC scholarship? 

Private School Aid Service (PSAS) provides the application families are required to submit to apply for EITC tui-
tion assistance.  The PSAS application is available through BLOCS.org or http://www.psas.org/blocs/.   We 
request that families choose to submit the online version of the application to expedite the application process.  You 
can also print a copy of the application using the above website.  Contact the school if you need us to print the appli-
cation for you.  Please submit the application prior to March 15th.  Families are notified of their specific EITC 
award on a rolling basis, so we encourage families not to delay the application process.    Families will be notified of 
awards and funds will be applied directly to individual family tuition accounts.
